This is a typical vaccination schedule through age 6. Your child’s health care provider may use a
different one. All children need vaccinations for their own health and so they don’t spread infection to
others. Doses are listed by month. If a dose covers more than 1 month on the schedule, ask your baby’s
provider when your baby gets that dose.
